Delta Recreation Needs List
Private Sector or JPA type Collaborations 

1. Entry/Gateway Locations or Facilities (up to 12 locations – see map)
2. Expand & upgrade existing marinas – Delta-wide  (private sector item)

3. New marinas  (private sector item)

4. Urban edge interface development: New marinas, waterfront development, boat-in convenience docking facilities (JPA type item)

CALFED Opportunities

5. Improve existing public/quasi-public lands as in-Delta destinations (Delta meadows, TNC holdings on MacCormack & Staten Islands

6. Develop two new major boat-in destinations 

7. Develop 8 minor destinations including buoy fields, boat-in beaches & day-use facilities

8. Develop/improve 10 community based boat-in convenience docks – with access to local restaurants shopping and/or access to Delta specialties 

9. Develop/enhance wildlife habitat areas: wildlife observation areas with visitor information provided
10. Provide additional windsurfing areas both new and improved existing facilities

11. Provide new water-ski – wakeboarding event area including land spectator observation areas

12. Define and designate non-motorized boating use areas (kayak/canoes)

13. Provide bank fishing opportunity areas as a part of all recreation improvements 

14. Provide ___ additional launch and day-use facility/areas

15. Consider boat-in and/or bank fishing facilities for proposed water storage islands
16. In addition to upgrading existing State Park facilities consider new State Park recreation area (see Map)

Additional DPC Project/Action Candidate List

17. There is a need for regional (large) parks--no sites; no plans 

18. There is a need for continuous riverside, preferably levee top, pedestrian/bike access to link the existing and new trails being built near new residential developments. 

19. There is a need to have sufficient setback from the toe of the levee which could be park, open space, trail corridor (a la Lathrop) 

20. there is a need for fishing access and small car top boat launching, which means a parking area, trash cans, signage, Restrooms, and supervision. 

21. Access should be available from public roads or highways, without trespass or crossing of extensive private lands. 

22. East Bay Regional Park District is a possible partner for projects in Contra Costa County (trail links, access/park sites--not marinas
